Riverside Presbyterian Church is seeking an organist for our 
vibrant and welcoming worship services. We’re looking for 
someone who will embrace our mission of “Growing Together as 
Followers of Jesus,” drawing on a variety of musical gifts to 
support our intergenerational congregation. 

 
Duties and Responsibilities: 

● Provide organ music for all worship services during the year, coordinating with the choral 
director and pastor on music selection. This typically includes prelude and postlude, 
hymns and choral responses.  We have one regular Sunday service at 10am. 

● Accompany the Chancel (adult) choir and Bell Choir (optional) as needed. 
● Other special music as needed 
● Right of first refusal to play for all weddings and funerals.  Compensation is outlined in 

wedding and funeral policies. 
● Arrange for substitutes during vacation periods or other absences 
● Coordinate the maintenance of the organ including scheduling organ tunings. 
● Attend and participate in meetings of the church staff when requested. 
● Provide written material for inclusion in the sunday bulletin in a timely fashion. 

 
Accountability: Reports to the Music Director, and Pastor as Head of Staff.   
 
Preferred Qualifications: 

Bachelor Degree in Music or Music Education 
Pipe organ and piano proficiency 
Experience working with instrumentalists

Part-time: 5 hours per week 
Compensation starting at $8,000 annually 
Vacation: 4 weeks annually, not on major church holidays
