When Ehrman first began to study the 
texts of the Bible in their original languages he was 
startled to discover the multitude of mistakes and 
intentional alterations that had been made by earlier 
translators. In Misquoting Jesus, Ehrman tells the 
story behind the mistakes and changes that ancient 
scribes made to the New Testament and shows the 
great impact they had upon the Bible we use today.
